The Lucas Aerospace Shop Stewards’ Combine’s
Alternative Corporate Plan of 1976 was a pioneering effort
by workers at the arms company to retain jobs by
proposing alternative, socially-useful applications of the
company’s technology and their own skills.

Yet production still
follows the dictates of the market, not of social need or
environmental protection.
